• Abstract deadline is October 14, 2022. To submit an abstract, use the 
instructions found below. The exact subject line in the email should be 
“HMAVS Fall 2022 Abstract”. 

• Registration deadline for US citizens and non-US citizens who have a 
valid Green Card is October 14, 2022. To register, send email with your 
Name and Affiliation. The exact subject line should be “HMAVS Fall 
2022 Registration”. If you are a Green Card holder, you must bring it 
with you to check in through security. US citizens will need to show a 
valid government issued ID to check in through security. 

• An extra security check is needed for non-US citizens who do not have a 
Green Card.  The deadline for submitting the necessary security 
clearance information has passed.  However, you can still participate in 
the meeting virtually via Zoom.  To register, send email with your Name 
and Affiliation.  The exact subject line should be “HMAVS Fall 2022 
Registration”. 

• For those who cannot attend the meeting in-person, you will be able to 
participate virtually via Zoom.  The Zoom credentials will be sent after 
you register for the meeting.

Further Instructions for Submitting Abstracts: 
Abstract submission deadline is October 14, 2022. 
Please include “HMAVS Fall 22 Abstract” in the subject line of your email to Spyros Galis 
(spyros_galis@avs.org). 

Abstract format: 
• One page abstract 8.5" x 11", with 1" margins all around, MS Word (12pt Arial, and/or 

symbols). No pdf files. 

• Center title, authors, and affiliation at the top. 

• Leave one blank line between title and authors, and between authors and affiliations.  

• Print title bold, all uppercase (except chemical symbols). 

• Type the names of the authors (mixed case) and underline presenting author's name. 

• Type author affiliations.  

• Type e-mail address of the presenting author. 

• Leave another blank line.  

• Type abstract text, single-spaced, with one blank line between paragraphs.  Graphs and 
images can be included, as long as the entire abstract fits on one page.  

Please indicate at the bottom of the abstract page your preferred presentation format (oral or 
poster).  If you are a student, please indicate this at the bottom of the page.   

Awards will be given for the best oral and best poster presentation. Past award winners can 
present at the meeting but are not eligible for the awards.
